REPORT OF THE COMMERATION OF THE KHOISAN-DUTCH CONFRONTATION OF MAY 1659 HELD AT THE SOUTH AFRICAN MUSEUM ON 26/9/2009
The commemoration of the Khoisan-Dutch confrontation held at the South African museum, involved a number of issues discussed. First was the acknowledgement of the Khoisans as people who have never given up on their history despite of their defeat by the Dutch in 1659 that led to the confiscation of their land and cattle. At the commemoration, land claim was a major issue in which the Khoisan people demanded their share of land. They argued that their land was divided among the apartheid regime and a selected groups of people like the Zulu, Xhosa, Sothos, neither did they receive nor the coloureds, hence living them landless. 
However, the representation of the Khoisans has been problematic in South Africa due to the Khoisan’s  lack of a constitution thus they argued the government to take a step in regard to their representation in every area of life. For instance the khoisan language should be used national wide and taught in schools. Further the Managing Editor, Rootz Africa Magazine; Zenzile Khoisan argued that they need to be in the South African primetime and media hence that is space created. Claiming space means having rights to expression. The Khoisan community also claimed respect and dignity. Finally, they demanded a memorial to recognise the Khoisan history and heritage, this would involve the return of cultural artefacts from across Europe beginning with Sara Baartman’s remains.
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
